4.              CHAIRMAN’S ANNUAL REPORT 

  

4.1              Chris Turner presented his report which will be available on the ATYC web page: www.atyc.co.uk     ATYC is now a paperless organisation and clubs are requested to print off the papers they require for the meetings.   Any club that does not have computer access should advise the Honorary Officers so that suitable arrangements can be organised.

4.4              The reported noted that both the 2008 rally at West India Dock and the annual dinner and dance at Phyllis Court had been very successful with the rally attracting 115 boats and over 260 people present – one of the best for many years which does show that the work now being done by the officers is bearing results.

5.6              Peter and Chris thanked Keith Clarke who again who had acted as the honorary auditor.
