1. INTRODUCTION
The chairman, Chris Turner (CT), welcomed all to the Annual General Meeting followed by the Members’ Meeting and thanked Penton Hook for hosting it once again.
2. APOLOGIES
Apologies were received from Twickenham YC (Sue & Chris Evendon) Middle Thames, WLC (Trevor Gillam), SRCC (Paul Hayes), the DBA (Louis Jankel, Andy Soper, Dr Derek Ross). The secretary hoped that no one had been missed from the list compiled from the e-mails sent in at various times before (and after) the meeting.
3. MINUTES OF 2009 AGM
The draft has been on the website for many months and it was adopted nem con, proposed by Mike Chambers and seconded by Dennis Hill
4. CHAIRMAN’S REPORT
4.1. CT reported we held 3 members’ meetings in the past 12 months, and thanked officers for their support. 
He and the Deputy Chairman had participated in meetings at national level on behalf of members almost weekly, there being such a lot of ongoing matters to which we needed to respond.

4.2. The rally at Henley had been a success, despite some mooring difficulties and access to the site from the land.

4.3. The dinner/dance held at Phyllis Court Club, Henley, was enjoyed by 120 attendees but not many clubs were represented. 
The question is what to do next year. Perhaps it is an expensive weekend which may increasingly deter members to sign up. Should we change to a more informal lunch event for say £20, held in London or wherever encourages attendance?
This has to be taken back to all member clubs now for advice and guidance to the officers before bookings have to be firmed up this year.
4.4. The focus on 2 competition test and training days at TMYC and UTMYC had been well received. The organisers had ensured the flavour is entirely practical and had put in a lot of effort which we hope has been useful.
5. TREASURER’S REPORT

5.1. Peter Hasler (PH) announced that the association had made a very small surplus of £28 in the year – a good performance because the Henley rally is always very costly.

5.2. Subscriptions totalled £1380, with 1 new member (the RNSA Thames region)
5.3. Administration costs have been greatly improved over the past couple of years because of the move from paper and postage to the website and e-mail. Members are to be congratulated on adapting to this
5.4. The cash in the bank totalled £12874

5.5. PH noted we shall need a supply of new medals this year and that the value of insignia is presently £1750

5.6. PH thanked the Independent Financial Examiner – Keith Clarke –  for reviewing the draft accounts.

5.7. The draft accounts were adopted nem con, proposed by Peta Walmisley and seconded by Tony Slegg.
5.8. Tony Slegg gave a vote of thanks to the treasurer for his hard and meticulous work on behalf of the association.

6. MEMBERSHIP
As noted by the treasurer, membership increased by 1 last year to 46. There will be no increase in the annual subscription
7. ELECTION OF OFFICERS
All officers had agreed to stand again. CT reminded the meeting that this was his 5th year and would be his last as chairman, with the assurance of an orderly transition, seeking new volunteers to step forward in the next 12 months.
The officers were accepted to serve another year nem con, proposed by Mike Chambers and seconded by Alan Hill.
