GENERAL MEETING 19 OCTOBER, 2011


The meeting was well attended by club representatives and was a meeting in two parts!


Members received a full presentation covering the proposed EA plan to let lock cottages and freeze recruitment of Resident Lock Keepers minimising the lock staff establishment to just 36 resident and 20 relief lock staff.   The ATYC Officers were given a mandate to oppose these actions saying that ATYC believe:
